TOUR OF SCOTLAND

For decades, while performing all around the United States, the 42nd band has dreamed of trav-
eling to and performing in Scotland. In the years leading up to and following the release of “No
Balhousie Castle, the Museum of the ~ Matter What the Season’, the band’s marching and musicianship had improved to the point where,
Black Watch. Perth, Scotland in 2011 - following the sale of the Griffin House and creation of the Griffin Endowment - the men of
the 42nd finally set a goal to reach Scotland in 2013.

Since setting the goal to reach Scotland, the band has redoubled its efforts in many areas: maintaining and improving uniforms, ac-
quiring matched chanters to improve the sound of the pipes, repainting drums, upgrading the Regimental Colors, arranging new sets
of music, working on marching, drill, and deportment, and developing a fundraising plan to make it all possible - primarily centered
around playing for the public as much as possible.

To reach Scotland, the 42nd has partnered with Music Travel
Consultants - an Indianapolis company that specializes in travel
of musical organizations, and works with top bands like Lafay-
ette Jefferson, Avon, Carmel, North Central, and the Purdue
“All-American” Marching Band.

The trip is scheduled for 7 days in Scotland, from June 19-27, 2013, (9 days including travel) and will feature the following destina-
tions in the box below:

THE BAND OF MUSIC

Much of 2011-2012’ activities centered around fundraising for the 2013 Scotland trip - and the
band was the most active it’s been in recent memory. 2012’s schedule totals over 20 performances!

During the summer of 2011, the 42nd moved into new headquarters at the office of the West Lafay-
ette Clinic for Preventative Medicine. Thanks to Dr. Lon Kaminsky for arranging the space for the
band - it’s a true blessing to have a dedicated site to meet and rehearse.

New Band Hall

As part of our fund-raising plan for the Scotland trip, the band spent the 2011-2012 season operating
concession stands at Purdue University basketball games. If you're basketball ticket holders, please look for the band’s concession stand dur-
ing the 2012-2013 season and get your in-game refreshments from us!

In 2014, PBS will air Oscar-nominated and Emmy award-winning filmmaker Ken Burns’ documentary The Roosevelts,
telling the story of Theodore, Franklin, and Eleanor Roosevelt. The 42nd is honored to be a part of this project, which is
using music from our CD “No Matter What the Season” for scenes depicting FDR and Eleanor’s 1905 wedding.

We were also honored to be the subject of an excellent write-up about the band, our cultural activities, and the organiza-
tion’s history in the August issue of Lafayette Magazine!

The band has been actively recruiting and training new performers in 2011-2012: Piper Doug Weaver has been
42nd, Tippecanoe, and  performing since September 2011, and fifer Andrew Wintz joined the band during the winter after growing up in the
Great River at Fort Massac Tippecanoe Fife and Drum Corps, where he continues to play today. Lloyd Weaver joined the band’s color guard dur-
October 2011 ing spring 2012, and this year’s recruits are working hard on their instruments with the aim of taking the field this fall:
Piper Chris Spreen; and drummers Schuyler Toth, Jonathon Micon, and Dan Ryan.

As the fall 2011 season approached, the band brushed up on the 2011 show with a concert dubbed
O’Bryan’s Nine Irish Brothers. September and October saw the band visit long-standing events at
the Trail of Courage in Rochester, the Feast of the Hunter’s Moon, Mississinewa 1812, and Fort
Massac.

In October, the band was hired to record several bagpipe favorites and an original tune for Plank
Road Publishing’s Music-K8 magazine, a publication for K-8 music educators. The band was
featured on a CD and accompanying books for a unit on the bagpipes, and also recorded online
video materials about the pipes, fifes, and drums. Visit the 42nd’s YouTube channel to view the
videos from the session.

In November of 2011, the band traveled to Fort Toulouse, an 18th century French outpost in We- Purdue Halftime performance,
tumpka, AL - near Montgomery. The band performed for three days, including a very large educa- December 31, 2011
tion day, where we presented to 4000 students who spent their day on the grounds.

At 11:11 on November 11, 2011, Yankee Drummer Jim Smith led drummers, pipers, and fifers from the 42nd, Tippe-
canoe, Voyaguers, the Colonial Williamsburg Drums & Fifes, and other drummers attending the 2011 Percussive Arts
Society conference in a ceremony to honor Revolutionary War Drummer John George at his Indianapolis graveside.

On New Year’s Eve 2011, the band was honored to perform a halftime show at the Purdue vs Illinois men’s basketball
game, in front of 14,000 spectators. It was the first time we've ever done such a visible performance - even the most
seasoned band members reported quite a rush marching out that tunnel into the arena floor!

Freezer Jam 2012 was held in February in one of the band’s frequent sites: St
Charles, MO. Not only did 42nd fifers and drummers participate in the annual
gathering of midwestern fifers and drummers, but pipers once again benefitted from instruction from a
world-class piper: this year with St Louis’ Matt Pantaleoni.

As the St Patrick’s Day season approached, the band was very busy around Indiana - beginning with a
performance opening the March Lafayette, IN Hoot Night - a monthly local music feature held at the La-
fayette Brewing Company. The band kicked off the evening, sharing a bill with 4 other local musical acts
ranging from acoustic to hard rock. The St Patrick’s Day season continued on March 16, when the band
performed at the Indianapolis St Patrick’s Day parade, joined our friends from Highland Reign playing

a set in the parade’s tent party, and finished the evening with pub performances all around downtown Plank Road Publishing Re-

In April, the band visited St Charles, MO for the second time in the spring for the Missouri Tartan Days festival. Despite torrential rains and
a nearly flooded park, the band performed throughout the weekend, and even won a prize in an informal pipe, drum, and “another instru-
ment” contest with the St Louis Caledonain pipe band.

In April, members of the band gave back to the community, performing at the Boiler FOOLS firefighter’s ball, a memorial service for fallen
Troopers at the Lafayette State Police post, and at area Relay for Life cancer fund-raiser events. Also in April, the 42nd contributed recipes for
Cock-a-Leekie soup for a “community foodways” project being curated at the West Lafayette Public Library. Traditional Arts Indiana from
Bloomington also interviewed the 42nd in April. TAI documents and promotes various traditional arts and practices around the state, and
for the 42nd’s contribution discussed Scottish heritage in Indiana, as well as the musical aspects of the 42nd Highlanders band.

In early May, the band paraded down Main Street Lafayette to kick off the monthly “Mosey Down Main Street” street festival, the first time
for such a performance, which was well received by the Mosey audience. While on Main, the band played the 2012 field show, played for
patrons in Main Street businesses, and distributed materials and CDs to while mingling with passers-by.

May 2012 took the band to St. Charles, MO, for the annual Lewis and Clark Heritage Days, and
to Fort DeChartres in June, in Prairie du Rocher, IL, a site where the 42nd actually traveled to
take possession from the French in 1765. Normally Fort DeChartres is subject to 100-degree
temperatures, but 2012’s weather was wonderful for June, which drew what appeared to be
record-sized crowds.
